SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS

TOPS

* Colors: black, gold, or white
Shirts, blouses, or tops must have a collar
No designs, stripes, contrasting colors, etc. allowed
(Solid colors only)
T-shirts may not be worn except for on designated
"Spirit Days"
School or GCSS logos and small manufacturers'
logos will be allowed (ex. small horse, alligator, boat, etc,)
Any vests, including sweaters worn over collared
shirts, must fall into compliance with dress code colors
All tops must be tucked in pants

BOTTOMS
» Colors: black or khaki (Navy blue — UPSA students only)
* Must be worn at natural waist (all students)
Shorts and skirts must be no more than 2 inches
above the knee
Clothing that is too tight or too loose will be
considered inappropriate
Belts are required if garment has belt loops
No jeans, cargo pants, or pants with large side pockets
No leggings, yoga pants, sweat pants, or overalls

JACKETS, SWEATERS
& SWEATSHIRTS

Hooded garments may not be worn during the
school day

Only light or fleece jackets are permitted to be worn
during the school day; heavy jackets/coats must be
stored in a locker or other approved location prior
to entering homeroom or first period

Jackets worn during the school day must open in
the front (snaps or zippers permitted), be solid in
color (black, white, gold, or gray), and have no hood
Jackets must be of an appropriate size

Outerwear cannot bear large logos, insignia,
emblems, or slogans. A small manufacturer’s logo
or school or school system logo will be allowed

\ GRE

SHOES

» Must be tied or properly fastened at all times

+ Shoes must be closed toe

» No high heels, pumps, mules, LED lights, house
slippers, flip-flops, or shower shoes allowed

SOCKS

+ No logos, designs, or contrasting color
+ Solid colors only

HEADWEAR

+ May not be worn on campus. This includes, but
is not limited to, bandanas, rags, combs, scarves,
hats, or hair curlers (Weather related headgear is
permitted to and from school)

ATHI.ETIC WEAR
All school sanctioned sportswear worn during the
school day must be in compliance with the dress
code; sportswear not in compliance cannot be worn
during the school day

SPECIAL CONSIDERATIONS

Parents/Students may request an exemption based on:

+ Bona fide religious beliefs

» Medical purposes or disabilities

+ Exemptions may only be granted by school principal
and/or superintendent

Any variation from this Standard Code of Dress must
be approved and communicated by the principal. On
"Spirit Days" or “Jean Days" students are allowed to
wear approved logo spirit shirts and/or jeans (without
revealing holes).
